2. How does Christ become our life and what does that mean to you (1 John 3.2)?
3. What is essential to our spiritual maturity according to Paul (3.5; Romans 6.10-13)?
4. How can we put to death these sinful actions and motives (3.5; Psalm 101.3; Philippians 4.8; 1 Thessalonians 4.3-8; Colossians 3.16)?
5. What is idolatry (Exodus 20.3)?
6. What are two reasons that Paul gives for us dying to these sinful habits (3.6-7)?
7. How does the wrath of God look different for the unbeliever and the believer (3.6; John 3.36; Nahum 1.2-3; Hebrews 12.7-11)?
8. What does Paul have in mind when he says, put them all aside (3.8)?
9. Our mouth gets us in trouble.  Paul points that out (3.8-9) and so does the apostle James.  Look in his writing at 3.1-12 to see his encouragement to us.
10. In closing, what must be part of our life in Christ according to what Paul has written in 3.5-10?
